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NEW IMMUNIZATIONS REQUIRED FOR ALL STUDENTS ENTERING GRADE SIX
                                      ON OR AFTER  SEPTEMBER 2008.

Dear Parent/Guardian, 

The New Jersey Department of Health and Senior Services has revised immunization  requirements for all children born on or after January 1, 1997, and entering or attending Grade Six, or a comparable age level special education program with an unassigned grade on or after September 1, 2008.

 Each child shall have received:  

· one dose of Tdap (Tetanus, diphtheria, acellualar pertussis) given no earlier than 

           the 10th birthday.

· one dose of a meningococcal-containing vaccine  *Please note: This applies to students when they turn 11 years of age and attending Grade Six.  

Please call your child’s healthcare provider immediately to make an appointment for your child to receive the required vaccines. 

 If you do not have insurance the Cumberland County Health Department provides free immunizations for children at their Shots for Tots Clinic. It is held the 4th Thursday each month at the First United Methodist Church, 201 N. 2nd & Pine St. from 10:00AM- 12 pm. Use the back entrance to the church. Call 856-327-7602 for more information. To qualify for the free immunizations, the child must be 2months old to 18 years old. The child must be accompanied by a parent or legal guardian. The parent/guardian must bring an up to date shot record. Shots for Tots accept children without insurance or children with insurance that does not cover immunizations. If your child has Medicaid or is fully insured please see your child’s healthcare provider. 

Another resource is Community Health Care, located in the old Millville Hospital Emergency Dept. on 1200 N. High St. They provide health services including immunizations to individuals who do not have insurance or children with insurance that does not cover immunizations. They are a walk-in service. Hours of operation are 8:30AM-5PM Mon-Fri and to 9:00 PM on Tuesdays only. Call 825-7959 for more information. 

Once your child has received the required immunizations, please obtain a written record 

of the immunization and send it in to your child’s school nurse. Failure to comply with these immunization requirements will result in your child being excluded from school in September until the immunizations are received or an appointment date is made and the information is sent in to the school nurse as to date and time  that can be verified with the healthcare provider who will be administering the vaccines.
